The Photo represents the completion of a successful maintenance program for this India 
Mk 2 community pump. 
 
This year, Rotarians from the Rotary Clubs of Byford & Districts, Kwinana and Pinjarra 
combined to fund raise and to make a further journey to East Timor at Lautem Village 200 
kms East of Dili.  Local Rotarians Alf Allison and Tom Hoyer, were joined by Kwinana 
Rotarians James Sharkey (team leader), Ian Critchley, Brian Johnson, Max Bird and DGE 
Bob Cooper, with Rui Moura and ABV Alfred Heuperman and Rotarian Ern Dawes OBE 
from Victoria and many locals lending a hand. 
 
With a “buy local and employ local” philosophy to guide us, the maintenance of seven  
existing pumps, the resludging of the windmill bore and several school projects and site-
works being completed, we can be happy that the project benefits have been realised and 
the community of Lautem is a better place because of our efforts. 
 
In the second site, the smaller hill community of Soikili, we used a new percussion rig from 
the Rotary Clubs of Melbourne, Doncaster and Lillydale to hammer down into rock to get 
to the water caverns below.  At 10 metres we have detected a difference in the rock materi-
als to reflect evidence of a potential water outcome.  As the main team left for Dili, Darwin 
and Perth, the 3 remaining team members (Alf, Alfred and Octavio) will be continuing the 
job and we hope for a successful report or a need to return next year to complete this effort. 
 
Thank you all concerned, as we reflect our Rotary ideal of “Service Above Self” and as we 
contribute to repaying our Australian debt to East Timor. 
 

…. /  On reflection, all Councillors are elected to perform the best that they can in the  
circumstances they find themselves in.  We cannot be too sad as for many of us, “when 
one door closes, anther door can open”.  All the best for what will be a challenging and 
compelling future for the Shire, for the Council and for the Serpentine Jarrahdale  
community.

Grass Roots Growing Intellectually Impaired People Inc. was presented with a 
cheque for $45,779 by Tony Simpson MLA, Member for Darling Range. 
 
Fran Tierney, their CEO, advised that Grass Roots is a not for profit tax-
deductible charity owned and operated by parents with a professional board of 
directors and lots of hard working volunteers. 
 
The work of the group includes crisis care and support groups for single parents 
and children, marriage, family and holiday facilities for parents with a disabled 
person, with an onsite respite program to enable parents quality time whilst their 
disabled person is in a safe environment, enjoying whilst learning life skills. 
 
The grant is for equipment to support the Association’s activities and will enable 
a number of items to be purchased to improve the Holiday Haven, including: 
 
  *  3 water tanks 
  *  Fire-fighting equipment 
  *  Radio communications and a new PABX phone system 
  *  White goods 
  *  Upgrades to the pool and sewerage system. 
 
Lotterywest in 2010-2011 generated $238.8 million to the WA community  
including $101 million to our public hospitals, $12.6 million to arts organisations 
and $12.6 million to sports organisations. 
 
   



The Restricted Burning Period commenced on Saturday 29 October 2011.  Persons wishing to 
set fire to the bush, on or after this date, must first obtain a written permit from a Bush Control 
Officer for their relevant area. 
 
Definition of “Bush”:  “Bush” is defined as:  trees, bushes, plants, stubble, scrub and under-
growth of all kinds whatsoever whether alive or dead and whether standing or not standing and 
also a part of a tree, plant or undergrowth and whether severed there from or not severed. 
 
Validity of Permit:  A permit is valid only for the day or days written on the permit.  It is illegal for 
anyone who has been refused a permit or given a permit subject to special conditions to  
approach another Fire Control Officer for a permit concerning the same burn.  Appeals can be 
lodged in writing to the Chief Bush Fire Control Officer at the Shire against the refusal of the 
permit or the conditions. 
The Bush Fires Act and Regulations require that notification of the intention to set fire to the 
bush be given at least four days or not more than 28 days prior to burning, to a Bush Fire  
Control Officer, a Forest Officer if the fire is to be lit within 3km of the State Forest and all 
neighbours.  Notice can be verbal or written.  With verbal notice, the period may be determined 
by mutual agreement between all parties. 
 
Note:  
  *  At least three able bodied persons must be in attendance until the fire is safe. 
  *  To be deemed ‘safe’ all burning or smouldering debris must be extinguished for 
      30m within the perimeter of the burn area. 
  *  The Fire Control Officer or Shire may endorse the permit to vary any conditions 
      on the reverse of the permit. 
  *  A fire may not be lit when the fire danger forecast by the Bureau of  
       Meteorology is very high or extreme. 
  *  Local Government bans the lighting of fires on Sundays or Public Holidays  
      except for brigades or Department of Environment and Conservation. 
  *  In all cases, the conditions written on the permit must be rigidly observed. 
 
Insurance before you burn:  Please ensure you have appropriate insurance in place to cover 
you, your property and your public liability responsibilities before you begin to burn. 
 
Remember:  It is the permit holder’s responsibility to ensure that the fire remains under control.  
In the event of any fire escaping beyond the boundaries of the area, the holder of the permit 
shall dial “000” immediately.  Notification must be made to the bushfire control officer or  
authorised officer and a report in full, on the circumstances causing the escape of the fire must 
be given.  A form may be supplied by the bushfire control officer or authorised officer for  
completion.  Should a fire escape, a permit holder could be held responsible to damages 
caused to others. 
 
 



Penalties and Advice:  The Bush Fires Act specifies severe penalties for breaches of  
these conditions.  If a brigade has to attend your uncontrolled burn for suppression  
activities you could be liable for a fine plus costs.  For further advice contact your local Fire 
Control Officer at the Shire on 9526 1111. 

Mundijong sub-district has experienced a number of Burglary, Stealing and  
Damage offences over the last month.  Many of these offences are opportunistic 
in nature and offences may be reduced by introducing some security measures. 
Ensure doors and windows are secured even if only leaving the house for a short 
time.  It is not unlikely for offenders to wait until people leave their house to break 
in. 
The public need to make themselves aware of who lives in their neighbourhood.  
Let your neighbours or a friend know when you are going away and have them 
clear your mail box. 
When leaving home, only take valuables in your vehicle that you need for the trip. 
When parking vehicles on the road, or in public car parks, do not leave valuables 
in the vehicle in plain view. 
Offenders will often check several vehicles in a location and break into the one 
with valuables on display. 
If suspicious vehicles or persons are seen in your neighbourhood, call 131444 to 
report this suspicious behaviour.

I would like to take this  
opportunity to provide you with an update of the many benefits for seniors 
that have been implemented by the State Government including: 
¨ 262,070 WA Senior Card holders received the cost of living rebate. 

This year the rebate was $150 for singles and $225 for couples. 
¨ WA Seniors travel free on all WA public transport from 9am to 3.30pm 

on weekdays and all day on weekends and public holidays. 
¨ A safety and security rebate of up to $200 per household is available 

to WA Seniors Card holders for alarms, security doors, window screens, sensor lights 
or deadlocks. 

¨ Silver Chain is being funded to work emergency departments and general practitioners 
to provide care support such as home nursing, collection of medication and meals-on-
wheels to ensure more people retain their independence, dignity and life at home. 

¨ WA spectacle subsidy scheme assists with the purchase of a complete pair of pre-
scribed spectacles or lenses by providing a 50% subsidy of the total cost to a maximum 
of $50.

11 November is Remembrance Day.  The RSL are holding a service at the Byford Memorial 
at 10.30 on Friday 11 November.  I hope you will be able to attend this very special service.  
Many Australians will participate in a minute’s silence at 11am and wear a red poppy in  
remembrance of those who died in war.  The “Last Post” is played by a bugler and we show 
our respects to our fallen heroes.  Remembrance Day was originally called Armistice Day, 
which commemorated the end of the hostilities for the Great War (WWI), the signing of the  
armistice, which occurred on November 11, 1918….  the 11th hour of the 11th day of the 
11th month.
