Call police a.s.a.p on 131444 to report
dangerous, reckless or anti-social driving
{hoon) behaviour. Advise if you believe the
behaviour will continue long enough for
police to attend the scene.

How to report a hoon,

What to report:

- description of behaviour, eg: speeding,
drag racing, burnouts, etc

description of driver

day and time of behaviour

location of behaviour

vehicle registration

vehicle make, model

vehicle colour

current local conditions (ie bad weather)

Photographic evidence

Photographic or video evidence can be of great assistance to confirm many of the
details listed abowve but you must be able to give testament to when and where it was
shot. Do not put yourself at risk when trying to gather evidence.

Write notes

It is not unusual to have a number of drivers behaving in a similar manner at the
same location so it would give your evidence extra credence if you are able to write
notes about the incidentfs as soon as possible after you have witnessed the hoon
behaviour. This can assist against later confusing one driver/vehicle with another.
